MINUTES OF MEETING – SEPTEMBER 12, 2024

All attendees were asked to observe a moment of silence for those who are serving in the Military, for those who are ill, for anyone who has had death in the family.  Everyone was were asked to remember the many lives lost 23 years ago on 09/11.
ROLL CALL OF OFFICERS – Officers absent from the meeting were Michael Murphy, Plant VP and Tayloria McPhee Johnson, Scribe
There were no guests and Business continued.
MINUTES OF MAY 2024 MEETING – Carolyn advised that the minutes of the October meeting was mailed immediately following the meeting.  A motion was made by Abel; seconded by Ray to accept the minutes as printed and mailed.    Motion carried.  
COMMUNICATIONS – Carolyn advised that we received notifications from Susan G. Komen (MORE THEN PINK WALK) and The Alzheimer’s’ Association Walk.  Both groups have asked for our contributions that the branch has made in the past.  Carolyn read a Thank You card from Pat Nolan.
A motion was made by Ray; seconded by Sabrina to donate $1000 to Susan G, Komen; Motion carried.

A motion was made by Linda; seconded by Sabrina to donate $1000 to the Alzheimer’s Association; motion carried.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Ann provided all Deposits, Disbursements and Balance on hand since the May 2024 meeting.  Motion to accept the report made Abel; seconded by Linda.  Motion carried. 
LEGISLATIVE REPORT/SPAC UPDATE – Ann advised that she spoke to Bob Levi concerning support for HR 3005, (Postal Police Bill).  Since Congresswoman, Debbie Wasserman-Schultz had not signed on as a cosponsor, Ann made a call and emailed Debbie’s Legislative Assistant, giving an example of a letter carrier that was assaulted in Debbie’s District.  It took only 2 days from receipt of that email for Debbie to sign on as a cosponsor to HR 3005.  Ann reminded everyone that in the Postal Supervisor Magazine, there are QR codes that may be scanned in order to make it very easy to contact your Congressman and Senators and ask for support on our very important Postal Bills.
With the sale of coins, Walkathon, 50/50, and raffles at the State Convention, the total realized for SPAC was $13,879.  The total raised at the National Convention, just for the walkathon, was $9,792.51.  Ann then reminded that everyone needs to vote in the upcoming General Election.  Further, that if possible, please volunteer your time for the candidate of your choice, in your community, whether you are a registered Democrat, Republican, or Independent. Vote Postal and every vote counts.  Sabrina Paisley volunteered her time to assist. 
OLD BUSINESS
STATE AND NATIONAL CONVENTIONNS – Tom Metcalfe advised that the update/revision of the Standing Rules was completed.  The revision included the deletion of three items.  The updated document was read and voted on at the State Convention by Board members and a quorum of Branch members in attendance.
Eddie then remarked that the Standing Rules should be mailed to every member.  A motion was made by Ilia to mail the Standing Rules to all members; seconded by Abel. 

There was lengthy discussion concerning the cost to do the mailing, the fact that many members do not read their mail and if included in the minutes, many members do not read the minutes.  Comments were then made explaining that all documents, including the Standing rules, are posted on the Branch Website   Additionally Ann commented that NAPS Headquarters does not mail these items; they are all on the NAPS website. Our branch pays for a web page/domain so that everything can be uploaded by Wendy Brown.  Yanier called for the question.  A vote was taken.  The motion failed. 4 FOR- 7 OPPOSED. Michael Lecounte checked on the www.napsbranch146.org web page at the meeting and informed everyone that Wendy Brown had the updated Standing Rules posted on our branch web page. However, copies of the Standing Rules were made by Bernice Scriven and handed out to all 14 members in attendance.

The president responded that no further action will be taken. Tom Metcalfe, Committee Chairman, reported the following. The Treasurer maintains a ledger of all receipts and disbursements. The Committee members randomly checked some items in detail that met to their satisfaction.  When any questions were asked, thorough answers were provided. Finally all records were complete, detailed and acceptable.
